CANCER RESEARCH PROJECT

Procedure:

1.
Each table group (1-7) is to divide themselves into sub-groups of 2-3 members each.

2.
Do Kennedy’s Lotto to determine which table group will have 1, 2, 3... choices of the type of cancer their sub-groups would choose to research.

3.
Each sub-group from the classroom tables is to select one type of cancer to research. Once chosen, no one else in the class may choose this particular type of cancer to research.

4.
Each sub-group is to then divide the following assignments into two research sections. One member of the group is to do “a” and “b” and the other member is to do “c” and “d”. If there are three members in the sub-group, divide the assignment so that one person does “a” and “b”, another does “c” and another does “d”. 


Then the team members are to use the Internet, classroom texts, or the CHS Media Library to research the following specific information on their particular cancer type.

Types / Processes of treating the type of cancer


c.
Treatment success rate and overall death rates


d.
Methods of Prevention

The researched information is then to be put into a PowerPoint format. The groups will begin presenting to the class during the second hour of extended period this week. A one to two page typed write-up with bibliography will be due 1 day after the prtesentation from each sub-group member.
